Contractors must conform to the New York State prevailing wage rate schedules which are annexed to and form 

a part of the specifications for this project. 

Bids should not include New York State sales and compensating use taxes on materials incorporated into the work. 

In accordance with Section 103-d of the General Municipal Law, at the time Contractor submits its bid, an author-

ized and responsible person shall execute and deliver a non-collusive bidding certification on Contractor's behalf. 

In accordance with Chapter 1 of the 2012 Laws of New York, the provision to State Finance Law (SFL) § 165-a and 

New York General Municipal Law § 103-g, at the time Contractor submits its bid, an authorized and responsible 

person shall execute and deliver a Certificate of Compliance with the Iran Divestment Act.
